WHEREAS, Farm to School Month is a growing national movement with thousands of schools across the
United States participating in mutually beneficial programs that join local small and mid-size farms with
school cafeterias;

NOW, THEREFORE, 1, DAVID Y. IGE, Governor, and I, SHAN S. TSUTSUI, Lt. Governor of the State of
Hawai'‘i, do hereby proclaim October 2015 as
