WHEREAS, Hawai’i takes part in strengthening the longstanding friendship between the United States and Taiwan,
and 2018 marks the 25th anniversary of our sister-state relationship; and

WHEREAS, study abroad opportunities, cultural exchanges and sustainability initiatives are shared and promoted
both in the Hawaiian Islands and in Taiwan; and

WHEREAS, the Taiwanese community in Hawaii has participated in various festivals and events for many years,
promoting Taiwanese arts, entertainment, food and culture; and

WHEREAS, the 2018 Taiwanese Heritage celebration at the University of Hawai’i at Mãnoa Kennedy Theater
includes presentation of Taiwanese American Community Scholarships to 15 graduating seniors from public high
schools and a performance by the internationally famous Formosa Circus Art troupe;

THEREFORE I, DAVID Y. IGE, Governor, and I, DOUGLAS S. CHIN, Lieutenant Governor of the State of Hawaii,
do hereby proclaim May 29, 2018 as

“HAWAII TAIWANESE HERITAGE DAY”
