WHEREAS, National American Indian Heritage Month celebrates and recognizes the accomplishments of 
the peoples who were the original inhabitants, explorers and settlers of the United States; and 
 
WHEREAS, each year, along with the rest of the nation, all Hawai‘i chapters of the National Society of the 
Daughters of the American Revolution plan cultural, artistic, educational, and historical activities to 
celebrate the heritage of American Indians. This year during the current pandemic, all celebration activities 
will be conducted with social distancing and proper COVID-19 protocol in place;
