WHEREAS, summer youth employment programs, internships, mentorships and volunteer opportunities 
engage older youths and allow them to gain real world experience and contribute to their community and 
economy; and 
 
WHEREAS, a wide array of public agencies, community-based organizations, schools, libraries, museums, 
recreation centers, camps, and businesses in our community contribute to the well-being of youths through 
various summer programs; and 
 
WHEREAS, according to the Wallace Foundation’s largest-ever summer learning study conducted by the 
RAND Corporation, it was clear that children from low-income families and children with disabilities 
experience more setbacks over the summer as compared to wealthier peers; and 
 
WHEREAS, summer programs are adapting and innovating to ensure children and their families can access 
quality summer learning opportunities and critical supports and services throughout the COVID-19 
pandemic; and 
 
WHEREAS, joyful summer learning experiences are a critical component of our collective effort to ensure 
Hawai‘i’s educational recovery and that all students heal, grow, and thrive beyond this global pandemic; 
 
THEREFORE I, DAVID Y. IGE, Governor of the State of Hawai‘i, do hereby proclaim July 12–16, 2021 as
