WHEREAS, our communities are strengthened by the tireless work of the men and women of  
The Salvation Army Hawaiian & Pacific Division to provide comprehensive services to address income 
disparities and meet the basic human needs of food, shelter, clothing, treatment services, and spiritual

WHEREAS, The Salvation Army Hawaiian & Pacific Division continues to provide spiritual counseling, basic 
human necessities, and remains prepared to provide emergency disaster relief assistance; and  
 
WHEREAS, The Salvation Army Hawaiian & Pacific Division has launched their “Love Beyond” campaign for 
2022 to highlight the organization’s efforts beyond red kettles and encourage public support of The 
Salvation Army, including volunteer efforts, so that they may continue to provide services every day of the 
year.
